Cycling in Saxon Switzerland combines impressive 
landscapes with relaxed enjoyment of nature. Between 
sandstone cliffs, dense forests and narrow river valleys, 
there are varied trails that are equally suitable for 
trekking bikes, gravel bikes and mountain bikes. Each 
tour has its own character and allows you to experience 
the diversity of the region first-hand.

The paths are rustic in places. Gravel and challenging 
climbs are part of the experience from time to time. But 
it is precisely this mixture that makes it so appealing, 
because fantastic views and wonderful descents usually 
follow directly after the effort. Marked routes can be 
recognised by the typical green and white signposts. 
Some of the tracks have sections on roads.

The Saxon Switzerland National Park has around 
50 kilometres of officially designated cycle paths.

Cycling is only permitted on these marked routes, while 
many other paths are reserved for hikers. This protects 
the sensitive ecosystem while still allowing access to 
impressive natural experiences.

Special bikebuses, which transport bikes and make it 
easier to plan longer tours, also ensure convenient 
mobility in the region. This allows you to shorten or 
extend your trips flexibly. Many routes also cross the 
border into Bohemian Switzerland, where other scenic 
routes seamlessly connect.

A classification according to difficulty levels was delib-
erately omitted. Instead, the route length, elevation 
gain, map and elevation profile behind the QR code 
help you to find the right itinerary for your bike type, 
fitness level and motivation. This way, everyone can 
design his or her own favourite route.

It is the star among the cycle paths in Saxon Swit-
zerland. The section through the region is one of the 
most beautiful stretches along the Elbe. Almost always 
flat and always with a view of the river, the Elbe Cycle 
Route is the perfect introduction to cycling in the Elbe 
Sandstone Mountains.

The Kirnitzsch Cycle Path follows the stream of the 
same name and connects Saxon and Bohemian Switzer-
land. Through wild valleys, past rocks and mills, it of-
fers a special nature experience between two countries. 
Please note: for a stretch of 8 km between Lichtenhain-
er Waterfall and Bad Schandau, the Kirnitzschtalbahn 
railway tracks run along the road.
